The Conference budget provides $211.6 million for higher education compared to
$205.3 million in the introduced budget.

e Provides $16.5 million for a 2% salary faculty increase in FY 14 at public colleges
and universities
o An additional $0.9 million is provided for VIMS and extension programs at
VT and VSU
e $10.5 million for targeted research including:
o $3.0 million for UVA cancer research
o $3.0 million for VCU cancer research
e $18.5 million for in-state under graduate and graduate financial aid
e $10.5 million of auxiliary enterprise interest earnings are restored
e $5.0 million for other specific operating items including:
